Use, Builds a Cleaner Future 

Orange County, Florida is strategically leveraging its Energy Effi-

ciency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) funding to invest in a 

multitude of projects that will further the County’s commitment to 

being a leader in energy efficiency, reducing greenhouse gas emis-

sions and protecting the environment.  By conducting high-impact 

energy efficient lighting upgrades on traffic signals and at the Con-

vention Center, Orange County is making its investments count. 

 

Orange County is using EECBG funding to … 

 

 Install two renewable energy systems: a solar photovoltaic 

array on the County Sheriff’s office and covers on digesters at 

a water reclamation center to allow methane capture, reduc-

ing the County’s reliance on energy produced from nonre-

newable sources.  

 

 Lay the groundwork for next-generation plug-in electric vehi-

cles by selecting sites and preparing for the installation of 

electric charging stations.  Orange County has also converted 

four hybrids to plug-in electric hybrid vehicles to reduce its 

own transportation emissions.   

 

 Begin implementing a community-wide Climate Change Plan 

by promoting awareness of energy efficiency and incentiviz-

ing energy efficiency improvements for both the residential 

and commercial sectors.
